(admission included). Our journey will continue to Stirling (12:30 p.m. - 03:30 p.m.), with its impressive
historic center dominated by the grand Stirling Castle (tickets included). This castle is one of the most
significant in Scotland, having witnessed numerous historical events, including battles and the
coronation of several kings. After some time for lunch, we’ll stop to photograph The Kelpies, enormous
sculptures of two horse heads inspired by Scottish mythology. Finally, we’ll continue to Glasgow. We'll
arrive at around 05:00 p.m. with time to stroll through the city center.
